The clinic includes three consultation 

rooms, an operating theatre, a post-operative recovery room, a diagnostic room equipped with X-ray, 

ultrasound, and ECG, as well as an in-house laboratory that allows tests to be performed on site. This 

enables rapid diagnostics and efficient initiation of treatment. 

 

The clinic offers services across numerous veterinary specialties, including surgery and orthopedics, 

cardiology, neurology, ophthalmology, dentistry, dermatology, oncology, gynecology, and diagnostic 

imaging. The clinic also provides care for exotic animals. An important addition to the offering is the 



 
newly opened animal rehabilitation center and grooming & SPA salon, supporting patients’ recovery 

and comfort.
